Coach — Free training, equipment and shirt. Coach your child plus one friend (note on registration form).

Referee — Free training and uniform. Get to really know the rules of the game. Pick your own schedule - choose to

either ref your child’s games (U8 and above) or ref other games so that you can just watch your child’s game. Must
attend two 4 hour ref classes for certification.

Youth Referee — Free training and uniform. Become a better player yourself by getting to really know the rules of

the game. Must be 10 years old by the start of the season to ref U8 games. Must attend one 4 hour ref class for
certification. Pick your own schedule week-to-week.

Assistant Coach — Free training if requested. Ass’t coach on your child’s team.

Board Positions — Attend 6 board meetings per year. Be available by email for most job
requirements. Attend other functions as needed such as registration and coaches
meetings. We will honor one friend “play-with” request for your child’s team.

U5/U6 Registrar — Ensure all U5 and U6 players are registered with assistance by data entry. Create appropriate

number of teams. Create initial list of coaches & ass’t coaches from forms and registration sign-ups. Communicate
with age coords, uniform coord, and coach admin for # of players and coaches. Maintain waiting list for post fall
registration and spring registration. This position must be filled for the U5 and U6 age groups to exist!

Volunteer Coordinator — Point of contact for volunteers that need to change dates/times, handle volunteer additions,

hand off names and numbers to our volunteer caller.

Field Coordinator — Ensure all field equipment is delivered to the coaches table at Douglas Walker by 8:15 and picked

up sometime after games are completed. Must have a trailer hitch to haul the trailer. This position is critical that it
is filled!

Co-Secretary — Coordinate with the other secretary to ensure all board meetings are covered. Primary duties include

taking minutes; ensuring minutes are sent out afterward to the board and webmaster; and reserving locations for board
meetings and other misc events.

Support Positions — Be available by email for most job requirements. Attend other functions
as needed such as registration and coaches meetings.

Field Layout Coordinator — Organize the field layout days in both the fall and spring for Douglas Walker and

Whistlestop fields. Must have the correct field dimensions available for the fields (available to print at soccer.org). All
necessary equipment is provided for the painting.

Secretary for the R.C. — Solicit items for board meetings from members. Create agenda and send it out to board

members via email 2-3 days prior to meetings. You do not need to attend the meetings.

Registration Day Coordinator - Get the DW Pavilion set up for registration (move tables, put up signs for the different

areas, set out forms, post outdoor signs at DW and Whistlestop, organize 2 hour volunteers on where they’ll be working
(hand names/numbers off to our volunteer caller). Create new poster signs as necessary.
